o Applicants must be under 25 years of age as of March. 1st, 2023

the certificate (or letter) of expected graduation issued by said high school when they apply; the official certificate of
graduation should be received before he/she starts to get the GKS scholarship on August 31st, 2023.

o All submitted documents must be original documents. In the case copies have to be submitted, each copy
must bear the issuer's stamp certifying it to be a true and exact copy of the original document.

o Apostille / Consular-confirmation must be original (Scanned documents are not acceptable)

o Dual applications among GKS Scholarship Programs are not accepted. Applicants must apply for this
program via only one institution.

> Any false information or forgery of documents submitted for application is entirely the responsibility of the
applicant. Discovery of any false, misleading or untrue information on application documents will result in
the applicant being dropped from the application process or (in the case that he/she has already been
accepted) cancellation of admission.

o All the necessary information during an admission period is notified via the applicants’s e-mails, so the
applicants must write on the e—-mails correctly in the application form, and must be responsible for any
disadvantages caused by an incorrect contact or not being able to contact the applicants.

o Applicants must accurately complete the health checklist truthfully. In accordance with the requirements of
the Korea Immigration Service and the KGSP Program, the candidates who are judged to be physically
unfit for this program will not be accepted.

o After the screening session, more documents can be additionally required.

o The applicant's English name and date of birth must match the information on his/her passport.

o All applicants must attend the interview on the designated day.

o All documents written in other than English language should be translated into English or Korean and
should be notarized after translation

> Final admission for Degree program will be confirmed after receipt of TOPIK higher than level 3 after 1
year study of Korean Language Program.

o Students who received TOPIK level 3 should obtain level 4 before graduation.
