3. Introduction of GKS Ajou-UIC Undergraduate Program

The Department of Software at Ajou University was established in 1981 under the name of
the Department of Computer Engineering and has since positioned itself as a leader in
software education in Korea. To provide top-tier education, the department offers a
comprehensive curriculum encompassing both theoretical courses in core areas and
hands—-on, practice-oriented courses. In addition, a variety of industry—driven courses—such
as intensive IT training and practical coding—are delivered by professors specializing in
university—industry cooperation and guest lecturers from the industry, ensuring students
receive practical training based on strong theoretical foundations.

Faculty members in the Department of Software are actively engaged in high-level research
across all areas of computer engineering, with a particular focus on key software fields. In
2023, the department was selected for the Artificial Intelligence Convergence Innovation

Graduate School Project supported by the Ministry of Science and ICT, through which it
collaborates with over 60 domestic and international companies. The department also leads
two research groups selected under the Phase 4 BK21 (Brain Korea 21) Project: the Ajou
Dream Al Innovation Talent Development Group and the Next—Generation Hyper—Intelligent
Network Convergence Research Group. Furthermore, two research centers within the
department were chosen for the ITRC (Information Technology Research Center) program, a
government initiative to support university ICT research: the MR-IoT Convergence Disaster
Response Al Center and the VR/AR-based Intelligent Life Consultant Research Center.
These exceptional research capabilities are closely integrated into the department’s
education, providing students with cutting—edge knowledge in computing technologies.

Ajou University’s Department of Software was also selected for the first and second phases
(2022-2027) of the Software-Centered University Project, a national initiative aimed at
strengthening the competitiveness of software education at the undergraduate level.

The department’s excellence in research and education is reflected in the outstanding
achievements of its graduates. According to employment statistics released in 2022, the
employment rate for graduates of the Department of Software (based on the 2021 cohort)
was 82.5%, compared to 72.4% for the university overall, placing Ajou University second
among four—year universities in Korea.
