This short-term Global Teacher Education Citizenship Program is a collaborative initiative between ISU faculty members in the U.S. and the administrators and faculty members from Ajou University in South Korea. It is the one-credit bearing program (i.e., the graduate level hybrid format) that is designed for graduate students from the partnering institutions overseas. It involves ten graduate students from Ajou University, who will be staying in Terre Haute, Indiana, for fourteen days from August 9 (Sun.) to August 22 (Sat.), 2026. The program has two primary objectives: first, to provide South Korean pre-service and in-service teachers with global experience through activities such as tours of downtown Terre Haute, local town visits, public school observations, community events, and field-based experiences. The second goal is to offer these participants immersive Indiana State University (ISU) experience, featuring diverse sharing and learning opportunities such as professor-led seminars, class participation, presentations, and collaborative activities.
The program focuses on around three key components:
1. Engaging with ISU faculty/staff/students in discussions on cultural differences, facilitated by    
             Dr. Yong Joon Park and Dr. Youjin Yang.
2. Participating in field experiences and connecting with local public-school teachers.
3. Visiting the Terre Haute Children’s Museum    
             and other local museums to understand the U.S. history and educational community  
             facilities.
4. Visiting local elementary schools to gain a deeper understanding of the U.S. education 
             system, from Preschool to Kindergarten grade.
5. Additionally, they will attend various academic events organized by the Terre Haute
             community.
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Purpose of the Program
This collaborative program aims to provide South Korean pre-service and/or in-service teachers, as well as Indiana State University (ISU) education majors, faculty members, local teachers, and students, with opportunities to explore diverse sharing methodologies, languages, cultures, and educational systems.
Program Activities

The program includes five key components:
1. Attending special lectures led by ISU education faculty members.
2. Visiting ISU’s Early Childhood Education Center (a laboratory school), the Terre Haute Children’s Museum, CANDLES Museum, and a local elementary school to gain insights into the U.S. education system from kindergarten through 5th grade.
3. Interacting with school-aged students and teachers at local schools to exchange educational perspectives and practices.
4. Sharing South Korean language and culture with local students and teachers through interactive activities.

Understanding the U.S. Education System
To develop a deeper understanding of the U.S. education system, participating undergraduate and graduate students from South Korea will:
· Visit and observe children at ISU’s Early Childhood Education Center, gaining hands-on experience.
· Assist in South Korean language and culture instruction at a local school under the direction of Drs. Park and Yang, providing direct engagement with students.
· Observe classrooms, participate in one-time sharing practice, and explore classroom management strategies and school facilities at a minimum of a local public school.

Through these activities, participants will gain valuable cross-cultural sharing experiences and a broader global perspective on education.
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Program Outline by Week
This summer credit-bearing program’s duration will be from August 9 to August 22, 2026. According to Table 2. Summary of the Program, the 1st and 2nd week program consists of two factors, such as local school visits and local tours.

J-1 Visa Application and Required Documents

J-1 Visa: The J-1 visa is an exchange visitor visa issued to students at all academic levels. In order to apply for the J-1 visa, you need to have received the DS-2019 form. The DS-2019 is a two-page form that can be issued by the Office of Center for Global Engagement or the US government agency that is sponsoring you to study at ISU.

  Form DS-2019 issued by ISU Office of International & Graduate Admissions, if you are a J-1 student. 
  Completed nonimmigrant visa application form (DS-156) with photo for each person applying. These forms are available at the embassy or consulate. 
  Passport valid for at least six months after your proposed date of entry into the United States. 
  Receipt for the SEVIS fee (I-901). All international students applying for F-1 or J-1 visa must pay the SEVIS fee before they go to the US embassy or consulate. You can pay this fee on-line at: http://www.ice.gov/sevis/i901/index.htm.More information about the SEVIS fee can found at the ICE web site above. 
  Receipt for visa processing fee: When you go to the US consulate or embassy to apply for your visa, you will first have to pay the visa processing fee. Once you pay the fee, you will be issued a receipt. Keep this receipt showing payment of the visa application fee for each applicant, including each child listed on a parent's passport who is also applying for a US visa, to present to the consular officer during the interview.

Outcomes of the Program
Potential outcomes of the program include pre- or in-service teachers becoming more familiar with the U.S. education system, AI & educational technology tools, English language, and culture to gain a better working understanding of cross-cultural education systems and global mindset. When the pre- or in- service teachers successfully complete the program, they will receive a certificate of completion from ISU.

When the students from AUE do not want to participate in this research project, they will assign themselves to prepare for their own lessons (i.e., traditional after-school South Korean Club lessons with hands-on activities with their own topics) not using VR or Robotics and work on the students who do not assent their participation each day. At that time, graduate students need to assist them and care about those pre-service teachers in the field. 
If they consent to this research project’s participation, they will follow the guidelines starting on the page number 3. 
The Framework of Afterschool Club (one hour per session) and In-class Practice (one hour on Jan. 30 or Feb. 2)
Preparation:
(7) Participating in the first orientation Zoom meetings in July 2026.
(7) Design an anticipatory set item (before Feb. 15, 2026) using the web-based 3-D design tool, www.tinkercad.com
(7) Bring the 3-D file in the jump drive and print out the 3-D item using the 3-D printers at Vigo County Public Library near Candlewood Suites Hotel (before July 12, 2026)
(7) Create and present the PPT, All About Me Book, by Zoom in July 12, 2026
(7) Create and present FIVE lesson plans of sharing South Korean language and culture before July 26, 2026
(7) For the SIX lesson plans, the weekly theme will be Fascinating Town or City in South Korea (that you and your partner select will select a city or town for your team teaching: for instance, one of the major cities such as Seoul, Daegu, Pusan, Jeonju, Gwangju, Jeju, etc.). For instance, you will create each lesson of focal point of the selected city or town in South Korea [e.g., South Korea in general on Aug. 14 (F), natural beauty or landscape (or special animals) in the city or town on Monday, famous food(s) in the city or town on Tuesday, fun activity or shopping place in the city or town or  historic street or landmark in the city or town on the last day (for afterschool South Korean club), and Suwon, South Korea (for your in-class lesson)] FIVE lessons (for 3rd to 5th graders) can be done by you and your partner as you will practice co-teaching for the afterschool South Korean club. However, you should create one lesson (the sixth one) about Suwon, and activities for your in-class teaching practice in your assigned classroom (i.e., it depends on your assigned grade level). For the Afterschool South Korean Club, normally, you and your partner will have five or six students per day. For the in-class teaching practice, you will have 24-27 students and a hosting teacher. You can use the hotel business center printer (black and white only) or color printers at Vigo County Public Library when you prepare handouts for students. You can use both VR and robots for your own in-class lesson and activity on Aug. 19 or 20, 2026. 
(7) Videotape your team’s six lessons with students after setting up your phone with the tripod aiming at students’ faces and upload them to Google Classroom (i.e., three lessons by you and three lessons by your partner).

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Assignments for Pre-service Teachers for AUE
All the pre-service teachers will complete both assignments such as All About Me Book and Seven lessons. If you do not want to participate in this research project, there is no penalty. You can create your own seven lessons without using VR or Robots. Thus, you can prepare well for the time. Note: You may have few students for your lessons though. I will assign you to work with students who do not assent to the research per day. 
 
I. All About Me Book Guide (30 points)
Design an engaging cover page that includes the book title, your name as the author, and the publication date. Make it colorful and eye-catching to draw the reader's attention.
 
Create a slide introducing yourself and explaining the purpose of your book. Keep it brief and personal, giving the reader an insight into what your book is about and why you created it.
 
Develop the content of your e-picture book over approximately 10 slides. You can choose from various topics such as:
· Map of South Korea and from Terre Haute, IN to the location of my hometown in the map
· Your favorite things (e.g., music, movies, foods, friends, family, pets)
· Your school life or hometown
· Travel experiences
· Favorite recipes or hobbies
Use your own pictures or find relevant clip art to enhance the visual appeal of your book. You may also choose to add background music or animations for extra flair.
 
Create a slide with at least 10 questions based on the content of your book. These should include both:
· (e.g., directly based on the content you’ve presented)
· (e.g., requiring deeper thinking, interpretation, or making connections beyond the text)

Once your book is complete, move this slide to the end of your presentation by clicking, dragging, and dropping it. This final slide should conclude your book in a meaningful way, perhaps with a thank-you note, a summary, or a call to action.
 
II. Six Lesson Plans (70 points)
Unit Plan Development for Sharing South Korean Language and Culture
 : Develop a 6-lesson unit plan to share South Korean language and culture to U.S. elementary students, integrating multiple subject areas (e.g., math, language arts, social studies, fine arts). Utilize AI tools such as Google Translate, Siri, Alexa, or ChatGPT for innovative learning experiences. Lessons will target 3rd, 4th, and 5th graders during both regular class sessions and an after-school program at Dixie Bee or Benjamine Franklin Elementary School. Refer to the Standards for South Korean Language Learning and Indiana Academic Standards.
Choose a unifying theme for the unit, such as:
· Integrate math, language arts, social studies, science, fine arts, and technology to create interdisciplinary lessons.
· Include hands-on, visual, and interactive activities to engage students with varying learning styles and abilities.
· Leverage Google Translate, Siri, Alexa, or ChatGPT for tasks like language translation, pronunciation practice, and cultural trivia.
· Teach 1 time (i.e., one hour) in the assigned classroom.
· Teach 5 times with your partner in the after-school South Korean language and culture program (about one hour per day with your partner).

Use the Standards for South Korean Language Learning and Indiana Academic Standards to align objectives and ensure academic rigor.
· The unit integrated science (plants and animals or pets in South Korea), language arts (writing reflections), art (drawing), and technology (digital research).
· Activities included hands-on projects, group discussions, visual aids, and digital resources to cater to diverse learning needs and keep students engaged.
· Students demonstrated their learning through creative outputs such as drawings, oral presentations, and written summaries.
Adapt similar methods to create engaging, interdisciplinary lessons for teaching South Korean language and culture.
III. SIX Teaching Reflections
Seven Teaching Reflection Journals (70 Points Total)
 
Write seven teaching reflection journals based on your teaching experiences:
· for teaching in your assigned classroom setting.
· for the after-school South Korean Language Program.

Each journal should be one page long and follow the provided format. Combine all seven entries into a single file.
 
Reflect on the successful aspects of your lesson. Consider your teaching strategies, student engagement, classroom management, or how you met the learning objectives.
 Identify areas where improvement is needed. Reflect on any challenges you faced, such as time management, delivering instructions, or addressing diverse student needs.
 Summarize key takeaways from your teaching experience. Discuss strategies for improvement and how you plan to apply these insights to enhance your teaching practice in the future.
 Ensure all seven entries are clear, concise, and well-organized in a single document.

IV. My Videotape of Teaching
Teaching Practice Videos and Evaluation Submission (70 Points)
 
You and your partner will have the opportunity to record your teaching practice during the after-school South Korean Club and your final teaching practice in your assigned classroom.
 
Upload the four videos of your teaching practice. If possible, upload the three videos from the after-school South Korean Club and one video from your assigned classroom teaching session.
· Submit the completed evaluation sheet (rubric) provided by your supervising teacher, assessing your teaching performance in the assigned classroom setting.
· Quality of the video recording (clear visuals and audio).
· Demonstration of effective teaching strategies and classroom engagement. (Please assist each other when you videotape your partner’s lesson, vice versa.)
· Completion and submission of the supervising teacher’s evaluation sheet.
 
V. 3-D Anticipatory Set Item Picture (30 points)
 
· Design an anticipatory set item (before July 12, 2026) using the web-based 3-D design tool, www.tinkercad.com
· Bring the 3-D file in the jump drive and print out the 3-D item using the 3-D printers at Vigo County Public Library near Candlewood Suites Hotel (before Aug. 17, 2026)
· Take a picture of your printed item and upload it to Google Classroom briefly explaining about how or when you use it in your lesson.
